TASK: Paste a TSP Component File (TL04-04.doc)





OBJECTIVES:


To paste a file from the scenario library clipboard as a TSP Component File.  This procedure will paste a file copied from another TSP or from disk into any of a scenario’s TSP Component Files.





NOTE: The scenario library editor will not prevent the user from pasting a file of incompatible format into a TSP Component File, therefore the user must exercise caution when performing this task.

PROCEDURE:





1) Hightlight the TSP Component File to which the scenario libarary clipboard file is to be pasted.

2) Click on the “Paste” � button.





3) The scenario library editor will confirm the paste operation as follows:

Click on the “Yes” button to complete the paste operation, or click on “No” to abort the procedure.








TIP: Pasting Files From Disk to a TSP Component File.


Because the file on the scenario library clipboard can originate from disk (Import/Export dialog screens) or from another TSP, a file copied in the course of an Import/Export operation can be pasted to a TSP Component File.








TIP: Pasting of Files is not Reversible.


Once a file has been pasted, nothing can recover the contents of the previously existing contents of the TSP Component File.








TIP: Recrods Marked for Delete Will Be Lost.


Once a file has been pasted, any records marked for delete in the scenario library will be lost.








TIP: To Transfer/Reuse a TSP Component File.


Open the scenario’s TSP from which a Component File is to be transfered and Copy it to the clipboard.  Then, open the scenario’s TSP to which the file is to be transfered and paste it to the appropriate Component File.
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
