TASK: Import a TSP Component File from Disk (TL04-05.doc)





OBJECTIVES:


To import the contents of a TSP Component File from a Disk File.  This procedure provides the capability to load previously developed training support products (Operations Orders, Execution Matricies, etc.) into the TREDS TSP Component Files.  The procedure may also be used to import TSP Component Files which have been previously Exported from another TSP and/or scenario library.





PREREQUISITES:

PROCEDURE:





1) Hightlight the TSP Component File to which a disk file is to be imported.

2) Click on the “Import” � button.  The following Get File/Directory dialog will appear:

The Get File/Directory Dialog automatically associates the appropriate file type with the selected TSP Component File.





3) Locate the disk file to be imported into the selected TSP Component File, select that disk file, and click on the “Import” button.





4) If the TSP Component File already exists, the scenario library editor will confirm the overwrite as follows:
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Click on the “Yes” button to complete the Import operation, or click on “No” to abort the procedure.








TIP: To Transfer/Reuse a TSP Component File.


Open the scenario’s TSP from which a Component File is to be transfered and Copy it to the clipboard.  Then, open the scenario’s TSP to which the file is to be transfered and paste it to the appropriate Component File.








TIP: Importing of Files is not Reversible.


Once a file has been imported, nothing can recover the previously existing contents of the TSP Component File.








TIP: Recrods Marked for Delete Will Be Lost.


Once a file has been imported, any records marked for delete in the scenario library will be lost during cleanup following an import procedure.
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
