TASK: Save/Export a TSP to Disk (TL03-06.doc)�


OBJECTIVES:


To Save/Export a TSP to disk in MicroSoft Office format.  Perform this task to allow a scenario TSP to be maintained/used outside of the Scenario Library Editor environment.

PROCEDURE:





1) Select the “Save To ...” option from the “Scenario” menu.

2) The following Get File/Directory dialog screen will appear:
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3) Locate the directory to which the TSP is to be written and click on the “Save” button to write it to disk, or, click on the “Cancel” button to abort the procedure.  If one or more the of the TSP component files already exist in the selected directory, the scenario library editor will prompt the user to verify each overwrite as follows:

NOTE: Do not save the TSP into the “Template” subdirectory as this directory is used to store template (empty) formats for the TSP component files.








TIP: Creating a New (TSP) Directory.


The “New” button may be used to create a new directory in which to Save the TSP.








TIP: Using the “Clips” Subdirectory.


In order to provide easy access to the TSP Coponent Files of a particular scenario, save the scenario TSP to the “clips” subdirectory.  Then peform TASK: Import a Scenario Product from Disk (TL04-05.doc) to load individual products into other scenarios.
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
