TASK: Specify/Change a Scenario’s ARTEP (TL03-08.doc)�


OBJECTIVES:


To specify or change a scenario’s ARTEP.  This action must be taken for new scenarios with no T&EO TSP componet file, as well as for any scenarios for which the ARTEP is to be changed.





PREREQUISITES:


TASK: Open an Existing Scenario Library (TL02-02.doc)

PROCEDURE:





1) Activate the scenario record for which the ARTEP is to be specified/changed.





2) Select the “Change ARTEP...” option from the “Scenario” menu,

or,





right mouse click and select “Change ARTEP...” from the popup menu,

or,





double click on the ARTEP field for the active scenario record.





3) The following dialog screen will appear:

The scenario’s current ARTEP will be automatically selected.





4) Locate the desired ARTEP and click on the “Open” button to apply it to the scenario, or, click on the “Cancel” button to leave the scenario as is.





5) The scenario library editor will check the “TEOS” subdirectory for a copy of the selected ARTEP, if one exists, it will be automatically loaded into the scenario.  If the selected ARTEP cannot be found in the “TEOS” subdirectory, it will be generated in Excel.  During the generation process, a thermometer will display showing the generation status as depicted in the following figure:

6) Once the T&EO file has been generated it will automatically be incorporated into the scenario.  A copy of the file will remain in the “TEOS” subdirectory for future use.








TIP: Supporting Multiple MTP Versions (Dates).


If the wrong version of a TSP T&EO component file is being loaded from the “TEOS” subdirectory, erase the applicable file from that directory first. and then perform this task again.  Make sure the correct version is selected from the “Open Document” dialog screen.








TIP: Scenario Records Marked For Delete.


Any deleted scenario records cannot be recovered following this action.
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
